THE DEFINITION OF TRUE DOCTRINE MUST DETERMINE…

IF THE DOCTRINE IS DIVINE, OR DEVILISH! 

The Mormons have developed their own religious terminology; developing, I guess we could say, a sub-cultural language barrier…allowing themselves to claim; speaking of believing in “God the Father; God the Son; and in the Holy Spirit.”  They have done so, without ever defining the meaning of these terms with the context of Judeo-Christian doctrine and its creedal statements. We shall find soon, as we shall examine the Mormon doctrine, in the following pages. Their concept of faith and belief in the monotheistic God of the Bible; defined in (Deuteronomy 6:4,) “ Hear, O Israel: The LORD our God is one LORD;”  is different than the God of Judeo-Christian religion of the Bible.  To sun up what have been said thus far, it could be said without fear of contradiction that Christianity is monotheistic and Mormonism is polytheistic. 

The true, historical Christian doctrine has always affirmed that “within the nature of One; absolute, true Eternal God there are three Persons: the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit.”  Such affirmation is found in literally hundreds of volumes from different theological libraries, and being confirmed without a doubt by other biblical literatures and encyclopedias.  When we compare,  this biblical truth  with  the  definition of the Mormon  church, in regard to the Trinity, we find that the Mormons define Trinity as; the belief  in  three separate gods, 
 which is not monotheism but tritheism. 
 GOD THE FATHER OF THE BIBLE:  The New Testament sets the precedents; the biblical thesis, that there are three separate Persons in the Deity, known  as the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit, and each of these is affirmed to be Eternal God:  SEE;  ( 2 PETER 1:17; JOHN 1:1; ACTS 5:3,4 ).  At the same time, the New Testament declares that there is one God  ( 1 TIMOTHY 2:5;  1 CORINTHIANS 8:4, 6). So, we could inexorably conclude that the three distinct Persons are the One God, though the man’s finite mind may not be able to comprehend the depth of divine revelation and God’s divine nature.  It is known and is matter of record that the Bible condemns the worship of so-called “gods” as idolatry and blasphemy, see: Exodus 20:1-3, and 1 Corinthians 8:4-6.  
GOD THE SON OF THE BIBLE:  Mormonism claims to be a Christian Church, but it does not have the same Jesus ( 2 Corinthians 11:4; Galatians 1:6-9). 

The Bible states that Christ was begotten by the Holy Ghost (Holy Spirit,) and born of a virgin ( Matt. 1:18-25; Luke 1:26-35).  The Mormon church does not agree with this statement from the Bible.  The second president of the Mormon church declared, “Jesus Christ was not begotten by the Holy Ghost”  (Journal of Discourse, Vol. 1, P-51). 
In fact, the Mormons believe; Jesus was born by a sexual relationship between Mary and God the Father 9who has a body). “It was the personage of the Father who begot the body of Jesus’ (The Seer, Page 158). See also, the Mormon apostle; Bruce McConkie’s  comment in ( Mormon Doctrine, Page 742 ).  

GOD THE HOLY SPIRIT OF THE BIBLE: 

In earlier discussion, in regard to the nature and the attributes of the, “ God the Father of the Bible,”  even in a short paragraph, we observed a clear contrast between the God of the Bible and Mormon mythology with its pantheon of polygamous deities. 

According to one of the eminent Mormon theologian; Parley P. Pratt, elaborating on the doctrine of the Holy Spirit according to Mormon theology, given to us in a book :

( Key to the Science of Theology, Liverpool: F.D. Richards,1855, ed. 1978, 24-25, 64). 

“This leads to the investigation of that substance called the Holy Spirit or Light of Christ…There is a divine substance, fluid or essence, called Spirit, widely diffused among these eternal element, [whatever that means]?  This divine element, or Spirit, is immediate, active or controlling agent in all holy miraculous powers…The purest, most refined and subtle of all these substances and the one least understood or even recognized by the less informed among mankind is that substance called the Holy Spirit.” 

Upon reading the quoted paragraph closely, we find repeated reference to the third Person of Trinity as ‘substance.” 


Webster Dictionary defines the word “substance,” as “  Material of which a thing is made; hence, solidity; body; as, to test the substance  of concrete; also, a material object , as distinguished from something visionary or shadowy. Further, the dictionary renders another meaning for the term substance. It defines substance as: Material possessions; estate; property; resources; as, to waste one’s substance. 

In another place, Bruce R. McConkie, in Mormon Doctrine, op. cit., pp-359-753, states: 



“ The Holy Spirit “can only be in one place at a time,”  although he “emanates from Deity” like “electricity” or the universal ether which fills the earth and the air and is everywhere present.”   That is this “apostle’s” view  of the Holy Spirit. 


The Lord Jesus had much to say the Holy Spirit in the Holy Bible as he stated in:
JOHN 16:13-14:




“Howbeit when he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth: for he shall not speak of himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, that he shall speak: he will shew you things to come. He shall glorify me: for he shall receive of mine, and shall shew it unto you.”  John 16:13-14.  
Note: How in two short verses, we have seen nine times the personal pronoun of ‘He,”  and “Himself.” 

What does really the “Spirit of Truth,” mean? Why would the Lord refers to Him as the “Spirit of Truth?”  Let’s find out !
Earlier,  in  John 14: 16-18 , He told the Apostles:


“And I will pray the Father, and he shall give you another Comforter that he may abide with you foe ever. Even the Spirit of Truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth him not, neither knoweth him: but ye know him; for he dwelleth with you, and shall be in you.”  I will not leave you comfortless: I will come to you.”  John 14:16-18.

In these three verses (16-18,) the Lord makes three great observations to the fact –regarding the Trinity:
1-   He referred to the Spirit; the “Spirit of Truth.”   That is Himself. Remember what He said in John 14:6 “ I Am the Way, the Truth, and the Life…”
Further, in John 17:17, we read. “ Sanctify them through thy Truth: thy Word is Truth.”   So now, The “Word,” is also the “Truth,”  which is Himself…reading from John 1:1 “ In the beginning was the Word, the Word was with God, and the Word was God.”  But, in  John 1-14, we read  “ And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us,…” 


2- The second observation come at the end of V-17. “ …for he dwelleth with you, and shall be in you.”   ( In reality, He is saying,  I am dwelling with you now, but later I will be dwelling (residing,) in you…after I ascended to heaven, I will come back in form of the Holy Spirit. We know this, because of V-18.

3- “I will not leave you comfortless: I will come to you.”  John 14:18

Furthermore, the proof of Trinity runs through the Book of John. 

According to John 14:16, the Holy Spirit is sent by the Father in Jesus Name, but in John 15:26, we find the Holy Spirit is sent by Jesus from the Father.  Such repeated references does not speak of the mistaken identity, but a deliberate statement; alluding-- attesting to fact of the Trinity. 
More on Trinity:

The following verses, clearly illustrates the equality and the union and the uniformity of the Persons of the Trinity: 

In 1 Corinthians 12:4-6, we read of the diversities of gifts, ministries and activities …all given by the same God, the same Son and the same Holy  Spirit. 


In Matthew 28:19, we find teaching, saving, baptizing all done in the name of the Father, and the Son, and the Holy Spirit. 


In Acts. 5:3-4, the Apostle Peter is reminding us that lying  to God is as if we were lying to the Holy Spirit.
